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Oscar Southworth Brewer    November 2, 1915 ‐ April 14, 2011 
Oscar Southworth Brewer was born of James L. and Mertie Leah (Southworth) 
Brewer in Rochester, New York, on November 2, 1915.  He graduated from Rock-
hurst High School in Kansas City in 1931, from Kansas University in 1935, and 
earned his law degree (LLB) from Missouri University in 1937, at the age of 21.  He 
was Order of the Coif while in the University of Missouri School of Law. 

After passing the Missouri Bar exam, he joined the respected Warwick law firm in 
Kansas City before co-founding Brewer & Myers with Ken Myers in the early 1950s.  
Mr. Brewer was managing partner of Brewer & Myers and succeeding law firms for 
many years.  Through a series of mergers, the most recent of these successor firms 

ultimately became part of the law firm now known as 
Stinson Morrison Hecker.    

Early in his law career, Mr. Brewer met, and on September 
16, 1939, married Dorothy Elizabeth Middleton of Kansas 
City.  Shortly thereafter, at the outset of World War II, Mr. 
Brewer enlisted as an officer in the U.S. Navy.  He was Op-
erations Officer of LST (Landing Ship Tank) Flotilla 13 and 
took part in the invasions of five major Japanese-held is-
lands in the Pacific.  

In addition to being a well-known and respected member 
of the Kansas City legal community, Mr. Brewer was an 
avid duck and quail hunter, as well as an owner and 
trainer of championship Labrador retrievers.  For more 
than 30 years, he competed in field trials from coast to 

coast with a succession of seven Labrador Retrievers, each of which became an Open 
and Amateur champion.  Mr. Brewer was President of the National Retriever Club in 
1976 and for a decade served as the organization’s Secretary-Treasurer.  He was also 
Vice President and a Director of Retriever Field Trial News for 20 years.  In recogni-
tion of his field trial accomplishments and his service to the sport nationally, the 
members of The National Retriever Club honored Oscar by electing him to the Re-
triever Hall of Fame, along with one his favorite dogs, Hiwood Piper Pacer's Pic.    

Mr. Brewer was a longtime member of The Kansas City Country Club, where he fre-
quently indulged in another of his passions, golf.
